The blessings of liberty that go beyond 
the political be with you this July 4th 
weekend! “I have given you the power” 
says Jesus to the disciples as they 
rejoice in the wonders accomplished thru 

them as they proclaimed the Kingdom of God! What 
they had experienced is true for us all: they belong 
dependently for their identity on God!    
     I ran across this timely piece from Fr. Larry Gillick 
where he reflects: “Whenever there has been or is a 
rebellion for independence, whether that be a nation or 
a teenager, there follows a necessary search for 
identity. When the first 13 rebellious colonies broke 
from England they spent years figuring out and fighting 
among themselves about who they then would be.   
     We can spend our lives making personal 
declarations of independence and thereby we think we 
are free. (But) as much as we love and fight for 
freedom personally and nationally, spiritually we have 
to fight to retain our sense of relational dependence 
upon God. While everything around us invites or urges 
us to shake off anything that hinders our freedom, that 
kind of rebellion leaves us alone with just what we 
wanted, our selves. Self reliance sounds psychologically 
healthy, religiously and spiritually it is a phrase of 
foolishness. We can celebrate “self-made” persons for 
their independent works, but they really were not self 
made at all.” 
     I find myself in different degrees of “rebellion” 
against God in different parts of my life. Some of it is 
fighting against my perceived insufficiencies or 
weaknesses God created me with. Some of it is 
unhappiness with God’s answers to my prayers. Some 
are desires that God asks me to trust need to be 
bridled more than I like. To throw off one’s dependence 
upon God is nothing less than giving myself over to the 
tyrant that is my unenlightened humanity!  
     Over the next three weeks our Photo Directory 
committee will be scheduling as many households as we 
possibly can to be part of the directory! There are 15 
days in which to commit one hour of your time to take 
the picture and review the results. Besides the free one 
you will receive, this directory will be given to over 250 
new parish households over the five years. Please think 
about that impact when you are deciding if you have 
time to have a photo taken, even if you don’t plan to 
purchase!
